Instructions for transferring photos can be found here:
https://support.shutterfly.com/s/article/share-site-closure. Basically, you have two options
— you can save photos to your personal Shutterfly account, or you can download them to
your computer. Entire albums can be transferred to a personal Shutterfly account, while
photos must be downloaded one-by-one if you want to store them on your computer.

Please note that, if transferring to a personal Shutterfly account, you must make a
purchase every 18 months for that account to remain active. To those of you who are like
me and have never ordered prints, etc. from Shutterfly, transferring to a personal account
IS not a viable long-term solution.

Moving forward, we are looking for another method for storing photos and making them
available to members. We will keep you informed when we find a solution. Any advice
would be appreciated.
